CrazyEgg - Heatmap overlay of your website to see where people are clicking
AniMoto - Service to make easy video and slideshow presentations

WeTransfer - Link for file sharing (great for distributing pictures to the press)
Springpad -Cloud based storage
WordPress - Free site for setting up webpages and blogs
Joomla - Free site for creating webpages and blogs (hosting is extra)
